Galerie Krinzinger launched its artist in residence programme in Petömihályfa (Hungary) in 2010. Following an intense research phase including studio and diploma exhibition visits the selection of artists was made together by Ursula Krinzinger on suggestions submitted by the Erwin Wurm and Heimo Zobernig classes and Hungarian curators for 2010 and 2011. The Hungarian artists Diána Keller, Henrik Martin, Klára Petra Szabó, Hajnalka Tarr and Zsolt Tibor received a residency for 2010. From the Austrian side Eva Chytilek, Rosmarie Lukasser and Linus Riepler participated. All of the projects produced there are shown in this exhibition. 
The studios in Petömihályfa are located in the idyllic landscape of Western Hungary. Far away from the hustle and bustle of the city and all of its distractions a space was created for focusing on artistic work. The natural environment is largely governed by the rhythm of life at the residency and offers a possibility to focus on the essential. The Galerie Krinzinger’s studios in Petömihályfa provide a setting for encounters between Hungarian and Austrian artists. The promotion and activation of exchanges between international contemporary artists has top priority, but another goal is networking with the public interested in art. 

Hajnalka Tarr incorporates everyday objects, materials and situations in unconventional contexts. What appears to be straightforward becomes contradictory. Proceeding from the human desire fort he truth of things she plays with the formal possibilities and the way they are perceived. 

Divergent perceptions and experiences also play a role in the work of Linus Riepler. The artist explores the theme of reality in his installation. Working freely with the various theories of the “multiversum“ he addresses a diversity of parallel realities. The artist is able to illustrate this approach in his work by means of spatial overlaps. 

„Readable clothes“ is the title of a series of water colors by Klára-Petra Szabò, which she expanded during her residency. The term, first used by Alison Lurie, reflects how clothing defines the person wearing it. The artist is mainly interested in imitation and camouflage with respect to this thematic focus. 

In her video Diána Keller links conceptual art, traditional painting with the medium film. Her filmic work focuses on minimalist, slow transition from one composition to the other. By means of her moving still life she reinterprets this aspect of art history. 

Zsolt Tibor works primarily with drawings that he sees as constituting the basis of an iconographic networked kaleidoscope. In an ironic play he puts together a narrative network consisting of reflections of everyday perspectives as well as visual and mental habits. 

“Spacebuddha“ is the theme, which Henrik Martin has been addressing for several years. The artist has already implemented his hybrid figure in various media. During his residency in Petömihályfa he worked with stone for the first time. The work with the hard material is a meditative process and he sees it as merging thematically as space and meditation.
Rosmarie Lukasser already saw her journey to the residency as part of her piece. It took her one week to hike from Vienna to Petömihályfa. The time and the perception of time constitute central points in the artist’s work. Each individual has a different perception of time depending on his or her surroundings, activities and movement.

Eva Chytilek uses the sculptures she made in fall of 2010 to mark the landscape of the Hungarian Puszta. In the course of her residency the artist created the objects with the goal of installing them in a remote, abandoned site. The installed works will eventually disappear since in terms of materiality they make no claim to eternity. Only the documentation will remain.
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
